DFT 100 - Basic Drafting Principles Units: 3-4

DFT 240 - Introduction to 3D Studio Max Units: 3

project files, creating a basic scene, modeling, lighting, the materials
editor, animation techniques, output of images and animations and
introduction to the special effects and plug-in capabilities of 3D Studio
Max.
